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"Enhanced regional cooperation: Coordination meeting on the follow-up to the IFAS Summit in Almaty"

Ashgabat, July 14, 2009. — A round-table discussion "Enhanced regional cooperation: coordination meeting on the follow-up to the International Fund for Saving Aral Sea (IFAS) summit in Almaty", will take place on 16 July 2009 in the premises of the United Nations Regional Center for Preventive Diplomacy for Central Asia (UNRCCA) in Ashgabat.
The event organized by the United Nations Regional Center for Preventive Diplomacy for Central Asia will bring together senior representatives of IFAS member-states, principal officials of the Executive Committee of IFAS, high level representatives of UN Agencies and relevant international and regional organizations.
The purpose of the meeting is to review best possible ways to assist Central Asian countries in implementing conclusions of the IFAS Summit which took place in Almaty, Kazakhstan, on April 28, 2009, and exchange views on further steps to enhance regional cooperation in the management of water resources in Central Asia.
The United Nations Regional Center for Preventive Diplomacy in Central Asia was established in Ashgabat to assist the Governments of the Region to find adequate responses to existing threats and potential challenges that face Central Asia. Supporting the efforts of Central Asian states to address issues related to the rational management of water resources and environmental protection is one of the priority areas of UNRCCA's activities.
