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History and description of Protochnoe village, Liman raion, Astrakhan oblast
Protochnoe village locates in the northern part of the Liman raion, Astrakhan oblast. Eighty years ago in 1923 fishermen’s families settled in this small corner of this free steppe area and the village of Bantir was established (now Protochnoe village). The name of the village originated from the name of a rich Kalmykian – Bantir who had fisheries business. People from the neighboring villages came to his to get a job but it was not convenient to travel to work every day. Therefore many people decided to move and live in Venderevo and Bantir villages. 

The first mentioning about Bantir village was found since 1923 in the records of Mikhanilovski village community, Yandykovski raion, Astrakhan oblast. The name of the Bantir village was changed into Protochnoe of the Liman raion in 1953.  
The village located on elevated area extended from the east to west along the Zenzelinski canal surrounded with water bodies which positively affects the microclimate in the village.   The water bodies’ area is 2.7 thousand ha. 
Two zones may be clearly distinguished in the village – residential and production. Residential zone includes one-storeyed houses with homesteads.  
In the Protochnoe village there are 229 farms. Population constitutes 629 people of which:

· able-bodied population - 315 people or 50% of total population;
· pensioners - 151 people or  24% of total population;

· children from 0 to 18 years old – 163 people, or 26%. of total population;

Average income of able-bodied population is about 1000 rubles.  

Houses locate on three streets: Oktyabrskaya, Kooperativnaya and Molodezhnaya. The central street is Oktyabrskaya where there are all administrative and socio-cultural buildings: 
· Administration of the Protochnoe village municipality; 

· Culture House 

· Secondary school 

· Post office.  

Parallel to Oktyabrskaya there is Kooperativnaya street with medical and obstetric staion with physiotherapeutic and massage wards but due to the lack of finances this may be soon closed.    
At the entrance to the village from the western side there is a block of new houses and kindergarten “Rucheek”. This street is called Molodezhnaya. More then half of the street is engaged with houses made of bricks and there are some old houses made of framed reeds. Roofs are covered with slates.   

There are 5 shops in the village. One of them is a grocery store, another tree are for day-to-day goods and one more is a household shop. There is a mini bakery providing bakery products to people from Protochnoe and other neighboring villages. There are also two bars.  
Able-bodies population work in social and cultural village organizations and in the State Farm “40 years of October” although the state farm activity does not develop due to lack of support. Despite of some difficulties and failures in agriculture sector people in Protochnoe are searching for new ways of agriculture development. They do not lose their hearts and grow potato, tomato and other production.    
Practically in every village yard there is a private subsidiary plot (PSP). Thus, in PSPs there are 163 cattle including 74 cows, 574 sheep, 18 pigs, and various poultry. In summer villagers are mainly engaged in growing tomato. In 2004 they produced 555 tonnes of tomato.    
The village is fully supplied with gas. Electrical network operates properly, roads are covered with asphalt, water supply pipeline runes but sometimes it is switched off due to lack of finances. The majority of young people is unemployed and relies only on their private plots but here they also have some difficulties. They produce excellent production but cannot sell it and prices are dictated by purchasing agents. It is so much desired that in the village there would be a mini plant for vegetable processing and hence there would be new jobs and young people would not leave the village. 
The village administration in its work pays attention to improvements in the village and establishing proper order in there. At present, the Protochnoe village is one of the most improved in the raion. There is a plan to arrange and improve the village beach, one of the most favorite places of children in summer. Works are done on utilization of domestic waste and special days of sanitary cleaning are organized. Annually there is a competition held on the best yard. Village people work actively on planting and improvements of their yards. Front sides of yards are beautifully decorated, there are fruit and other trees planted in the yards and small gardens – all this gives the village the attractive architectural image and pleases villagers and visitors.      
Description of planning process 
Elaboration of strategic sustainable development plan of the Protochnoe municipality was implemented within the EC CEP Project “Sustainable development of Caspian Coastal Communities in Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Russia and Turkmenistan” The date of November 26 2004 was the first step of its preparation when active leaders from the village and raion representatives took part in the workshop on sustainable development implemented by IMC Consulting. 
In order to elaborate the plan by the community a certain work was done lsuch as establishment of Coordination Committee on Planning (CCP) comprising of 6 leaders (list of Committee members is in Appendix 1). At the first meeting of CCP its members worked out the schedule of work, discussed the most important aspects and problems to pay attention to during the planning process, determined social groups of village people. During several months practically all villagers were involved in the planning process. 
In order to collect information informal meetings were conducted with all social groups in school with teachers and schoolchildren, in kindergarten “Rucheek” with parents and teachers, in administration with entrepreneurs and PSP owners, in club and library with other people. In the work with population various planning methods were applied like drawing diagrams, charts and schemes. In the kindergarten a competition was conducted devoted to the theme “My small motherland – Liman raion” and the three best drawings were chosen for participation in the raion competition. Open general meetings were implemented where population was informed about the work on Community Sustainable Development Plan. The Committee organized a postal named “Your proposals for sustainable development of our village” with photos of village objects. People had a chance to choose the most important subjects and write their ideas and proposals on improvements.  

Over 200 questionnaires were distributed among villagers. Those were questionnaires for adult population (no. 1) and young people (No. 2). Text of questionnaires is provided in Appendix 2). 
Analysis of questionnaires results showed the following:   

Questionnaire No.1: 

· 81% of people hope that CSD plan will help them;
· urgent problems of people’s concern are low incomes, lack of jobs, high prices and their growth and at the same time low prices for agricultural production grown by villagers (tomato) as in their growing about 96% of population are engaged. 
Questionnaire No. 2:

· 52% of young people knew about the CSD plan preparation at the meeting, 7% - from the raion newspaper article; 
· 93% of young people wish to participate in planning process; 
· 71% of young people hope that CSD Plan will help them to improve their lives; 
· new jobs, entertainments, places for sports, arts, culture development, access to information including internet are assessed by young people as “poor” and “very poor”, activity of cafe was assessed as satisfied; 

· problems existing among young people are – alcoholism, drags; 
· a question “What can prevent young people from leaving the village” most answered  parental relations and new jobs. 
Based on results of work with population a future vision of the Protochnoe village was developed, SWOT analysis implemented, weakness, strength, opportunities and threats were identified. Then main directions of development, priority projects for life improvement and action plans for their implementation were determined. 

Vision
As we are citizens if this village its every change is important for us. We wish to see our village in ten years with improved life quality of people, developed economy. We would like to see many children running in the village and hear their laugh everywhere. We would like to see blossoming gardens and in the mornings hear cocks’ crows from all yards as it is supposed to be in the village. There will be a new plant for vegetable processing, agricultural activity rehabilitated including the state farm. Not only young people but also older ones will have jobs and opportunities for culture and pleasure. People going to work in the morning will know that their labor will be assessed accordingly. New housed will be built for young specialists and young families. Medical services will be of excellent quality therefore population will be always healthy. And healthy population means robust future.     

Main problems 

During planning process 5 main problems were revealed as follows: 
1.     Young people leaving the village
Main causes of the problem that young people leave the village are absence jobs, houses, low level of social and cultural life of the population. However, there are young people who have strong relations and continue live in the village. It turned out so that during many decades in our village the whole dynasties of native people live which continuously grow. Young families develop wishing to stay in the native village and continue their parents’ business. Many of them stay regardless of difficulties and complicated conditions under which they have to live and survive.  

2. Absence of enterprises developing economy 
In the village there are all prerequisites for development of small and medium business. There are fish resources – the main basis for fishing enterprises development; water resources of total area 2700 ha; lands and pastures of 5900 ha area for growing agricultural production, there are raw materials for production of construction goods (clay and reeds to make air bricks), attractive landscapes, water bodies and biological resources for tourism development. There are all conditions and engineering infrastructure for establishment of mini plants for processing of agricultural products. Development of small business and agriculture is constrained by imperfection of crediting system, lack of organized sales of agricultural products (sales of tomato goes on spontaneously without control of prices), weak activity of marketing services.      

3. Low social and cultural level in the village 

There are social objects in the village but all of them need improvements. 

Club
The club is in emergency state due to lack of financing from the raion and oblast administrations. It is necessary to purchase music instruments and organize work of hobby groups, involve specialists (musician). 

Secondary school 
It is necessary to establish and equip computer class, purchase text books, exercise books, make major repair of the building, construct a sports ground and purchase all necessary sport equipment. All this require financing.   
Kindergarten “Rucheek” 
Financing is needed for installation of technical water pipeline, major repair and purchase of necessary textbooks and toys.  
Medical and obstetric station 
Regardless of the availability of good specialists it is under the threat of closing due to lack of financing. In the village there are no pharmacy shops and dentist which is urgently needed for standard medical services provision. 
4. Unsatisfactory state of the road and bridge 
Financing is needed from the federal budget. 
5. Ecological problems

Ecological problems include overgrowing of water bodies with reeds and absence of organized system for waste collection and processing. In order to organize cutting the reeds in rivers and canals machinery and finances are needed. 
SWOT analysis  
SWOT analysis is determination of strength and weakness of the community and external opportunities and threats. Sources used during implementation of SWOT analysis included information presented during social and economic analysis, knowledge of population accumulated during meetings.  

Internal strength of the community
1. Availability of natural resources (lands, water, reeds, biological resources); 
2. Favorable conditions for vegetable growing (climate, water resources, lands – all this is suitable for growing tomato, pepper, water melon);

3. Availability of internal water bodies;

4. Engineering infrastructure for small business development (technical water, power supply, gas supply);

5. Availability of active people wishing to change the life in the village to the better;
6. Strong relative relations of villagers. 
Internal weakness of the community
1. Lack of internal investments;

2. Poor development of village economy resulting in poaching for subsistence.
External opportunities
1. Existence of positive trends of economic activity in the country and increasing demand for products produced in the municipality;

2. Changes in legislation related to development and strengthening of municipal budgets;
3. Attraction of investments into agricultural sector;
4. Construction of highway Zarechnoe-Protochnoe-Mikhailovka;
5. Increase of attractiveness of various small businesses for local population;
6. Support from the raion and oblast administrations;
7. Mortgage system for young families for purchase and construction of houses;

8. Study of other territories’ experience related to sustainable development. 
External threats
1. Poor work of the marketing services and market infrastructure (prices are dictated); 

2. Inability to involve and retain qualified personnel;

3. Imperfection of provisions regulating fishing;

4. Ecological threat like overgrowth of rivers and canals with reeds.   
Priorities and action plans 
Priority 1 – Development of economy and small business 
1. Establish small enterprise on processing agricultural production (tomato)
2. Establish a station for delivering and reception of vegetables;
3. Establish a poultry farm;
4. Establish an enterprise for producing construction materials of local resources (reeds, clay);
5. Develop enterprises on souvenirs production in order to employ people in winter;
6. Develop fisheries enterprises.  
Priority 2 – Development of social and cultural life in the village  

1. Implement repair of the club, purchase music instruments, involve specialist-musician to work in the village;
2. Organize work of hobby groups and center for festivals implementation;
3. Organize construction of road, bridge and reconstruction of village roads and pavements;

4. Organize construction of sport ground on a basis of school;
5. Install technical water pipeline in the kindergarten;
6. Establish a pharmacy shop;
7. Involve a specialist-dentist to work in the village. 
Priority 3 – Improvement of ecological state in the village 
1. Organize cutting of reeds in rivers and canals in order to improve their ecological state and increase current which will assist to fish passage;
