Conclusions and recommendations 

1. RAG shall draw the CEP Coordination Unit attention to the need to develop legal basis for information exchange and data exchange, including data of sea level fluctuation and in this regard recommends that CEP CU to look for the appropriate Protocol within the Framework Convention to be prepared. 
2. The meeting participants suggest that the next RAG meeting to focus zoning activities and integrated costal zones management, including the issue of desertification of Caspian cost. It would be reasonable to hold such a meeting in Ashgabat
3. In consideration of Framework Convention provisions on the need in scientific  research of water fluctuation RAG suggests that CEP CU should focus efforts onto two issues:

· Long-term water fluctuation  study including application of probability – statistic methods and climate change tendency 

· Development and practical application of short term set-down and surge  forecasts considering the experience of Caspian Thematic Center of Sea level fluctuation 

4. Considering the essential effect of Kara-Bogas-Gol bay on water and salt balances of Caspian sea CEP CU is recommended to look for establishing of complex  observations for hydro geological  regime in the bay. 
5. RAG requests CEP CU that before the next meeting to initiate review of world expertise and existing mechanisms and tools of insurance in risk zones that are similar to the zone of long-term and short-term fluctuation on Caspian Sea. 
6. RAG recommends that CEP CU to hold in 2006 workshop to review tsunami risk on Caspian Sea. The venue of such workshop is recommended to be Almaty and based in “Kzhydromet”
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
