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REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE COWMM SSI ON DURI NG 1982
I NCLUDI NG THE FOURTH MEETI NG OF THE COMMISSION HELD I N
HELSINKI 1 - 3 February 1983

During the third year of operation of the Hel sinki

Commi ssion several of the procedural forns of its work
were finally approved. The Conm ssion adopted an
internal structure for its work. The HELCOM Recommen-
dations dealing wth further neasures against pollution
by hazardous substances give also nodels for the reduction
of pollution by noxious substances from | and-based
sources. Correspondingly the establishnent of an oil
conbatting manual illum nates the great nunber of
different details to be agreed upon for successful
co-operation during joint actions to protect the Baltic
Sea Area. Detailed information on the progress made in
the different substantive activities within the frame-
work of the Baltic Marine Environment Protection

Commi ssion wth special enphasis on the inplenentation
of the decisions taken by the Comm ssion is included in
t he subsequent sections of this report.

Meetings of the Conm ssion

The Third Meeting of the Conm ssion was held in Helsinki
from 16 to 19 February 1982. At this neeting all the
Contracting Parties to the Helsinki Convention were
represented. In addition, four international organizations
were represented by observers (cf. HELCOM 3/15). The
nmeeting was chaired by the Chairman of the Conmm ssion,

Dr. Rai nob Pekkanen.
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The Conmi ssion adopted five HELCOM Reconmendati ons. Two
of these recommendations aimng at the further

i mpl enentation of Article 5 of the Convention deal wth
the limtation of the use of PCBs and the elimnation
of discharges of DDIT, respectively. HELCOM Recomren-
dation 3/3 ains at a ban on all hunting of grey seals
and harbour seals in the Baltic Sea Area and at very
strict regulations for hunting of ringed seals and
proposes efforts to establish seal sanctuaries. The
fourth recomendation relates to the reporting of

al | eged inadequacy of reception facilities for oily
wastes as well as for sewage and garbage while the
fifth recormendation deals with the financial inpact of
assi stance rendered during pollution incidents. The five
recomendations referred to are annexed to this report.

In order to inprove preparation of the various matters
to be considered the Conm ssion agreed upon an internal
structure of the.Conm ssion which is based on the
practice established during the Interim period. To this
end two permanent Conmttees and one permanent Expert

G oup were established.

The Scientific-Technol ogical Conmittee (STC) advises the
Commi ssion on matters related especially to |and-based
pol | ution, dunping and scientific and technol ogi ca

co- operation

Correspondingly, the Maritine Commttee (M) advises

the Comm ssion on matters related to prevention of
pollution from ships including relevant aspects of safety
of navigation as well as on the reduction of the harnful
effects on the marine environnment of the use of pleasure
craft.
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The Expert Goup on Co-operation in Conbatting Matters
(EGC) prepares for the Conm ssion matters relating to
the conbatting of pollution caused by spillages of oil
and other harnful substances into the sea.

The new organi zati on has been applied since 1 March 1982.

Wil e considering the report of the 8th neeting of the
Scientific Technol ogi cal Wrking Goup, the Conm ssion,
inter alia, endorsed the proposal for future neasures
related to the periodic assessnent of the state of the

environment of the Baltic Sea as well as for inproving
the nonitoring programmes needed for such assessnent.

When di scussing the outcone of the 7th neeting of the
Maritime Wirking Goup the Conm ssion decided that a
manual on co-operation in conbatting marine pollution
shoul d be el aborated and published in 1983. The Conm ssion
further urged the Contracting Parties to develop their
capabilities to conbat harnful substances other than oil.

The Conmi ssion adopted a budget of approximately FIM 1,5
mllion for the fiscal period 1982/83. The Conm ssion

al so considered the inprovenment of co-operation wth other
i nternational organizations related to the goals of the
Hel si nki Convention. The Conmi ssion accepted the observer
status granted by the Gslo and Paris Conmm ssions and
granted a reciprocal status to these Conmm ssions.

In accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the Hel sinki
Conmmi ssion which state that the chairmanship of the

Commi ssion shall be given to each of the Contracting
Parties in turn in al phabetical order of the nanmes of
the States in the English |anguage, the Covernnent of
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the German Denocratic Republic infornmed the Conm ssion

that M. Hubertus Lindner, Director of the Wter

Managenment O fice and M. Klaus Wnkler, Deputy Director

of the Water Managenent O fice, had been nom nated as

Chai rman and Vi ce-Chairman of the Comm ssion

respectively, for the two-year period beginning 1 July 1982.

To mark the 10th anniversary of the signing of the

Hel si nki Convention, the Conm ssion decided to commenorate
the occasion by organizing a Review Meeting at mnisterial
level in 1984.

The Fourth Meeting of the Hel sinki Conm ssion was held
in Helsinki from1to 3 February 1983. At this neeting

all the Contracting Parties to the Hel sinki Convention
were represented. In addition, four international organi-
zations were represented by observers (cf. HELCOM 4/17,
Annex 2). The neeting was chaired by the Chairman of the

Comm ssi on, M. Hubertus Lindner

The Conmi ssion adopted four HELCOM Recommendati ons as
given on pages 37-44. The first recomendation rel ates
to an anmendnent to Annex 1 of the Hel sinki Convention
The Comm ssion decided to recommend to the Contracting
Parties that to the list of hazardous substances given
in Annex 1 of the Convention a third group of substances
i.e. polychlorinated terphenyls (PCTs) should be added.
HELCOM Recommendation 4/2 concerns the use and recognition
of the revised forns of International G| Pollution
Prevention Certificate and O Record Book agreed by the
International Maritine Organization (IMO) . In the third
reconmendation the Contracting Parties were encouraged
to develop their national ability to deal with spillages
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of harnful substances other than oil, while the fourth
recomendati on concerns the adoption and use of the
Manual on Co-operation in Conbatting Mrine Pollution
within the framework of the Hel sinki Convention

The Comm ssion adopted the budget for the fiscal year
1983-84 of the order of FIM2 mllion

The Comm ssion extended the term of office of the present
Executive Secretary with one year and adopted the
prolongation of the terns of office of the Scientific
Secretary and the Maritine Secretary with three years.

The Comm ssion reiterated the decision made at the third
nmeeting to hold the fifth neeting of the Conm ssion as
the Review Meeting at mnisterial |evel and encouraged
the Contracting Parties to give at that neeting their
statenents related to the achievenents in inplenenting
the goals of the Convention. In addition to the statenents
menti oned the Comm ssion decided to publish in connection
with the Review Meeting a panphlet describing the goals
and achi evenents wthin the framework of the Hel sinki
Convention as well as a brochure to dissemnate to the
public at large information on the work of the Hel sinki
Conmmi ssi on

When considering the report of the 9th neeting of the
Scientific-Technol ogical Commttee the Conmm ssion

approved in principle the Guidelines for the Baltic
Monitoring Programme for the Second Stage and endorsed
the proposals by the STC with regard to the first periodic
assessnent. The Conm ssion also decided to continue wth
the elaboration of criteria and standards for the

di scharges of the substances of the highest priority.
The topics of the semnars to be organized by the
Contracting Parties under the auspices of the Hel sinki
Conmi ssion deal, inter alia, with the investigations of

the airborne pollution, review of progress made in the
wat er protection mneasures, pollution-induced fish

di seases and the evaluation of discharges of harnful
substances from pul p and paper industry and from runicipa
sewage systens.

In considering the report of the 8th neeting of the
Maritinme Committee the Commi ssion decided to extend the
trial period for the Baltic Position Reporting - EAREP -
System until 1 July 1985 in order to gain nobre experience
before a final decision on the System can be taken
Furtheron, the Contracting-Parties were encouraged to
consider the possibility to extend the System during the
trial period to include information to ships relating to
the iceconditions, weather conditions, navigationa
hazards, etc. in order to encourage ships to participate
in the System

In order to mnimze illegal discharges from ships, the
Conmi ssion recommended to the Contracting Parties that

t he econom c sanctions against offenders should be
adequate in severity in order to discourage such action

When di scussing the outcone of the 6th neeting of the
Expert G oup on Co-operation in Conbatting Matters, the
Conm ssion adopted the Manual on Co-operation in
Conbatting Marine Pollution for use by the Contracting
Parties, i.a. when two or nore Contracting Parties
jointly participate in conbatting actions relating to
spillages of oil and other harnful substances at sea.
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Meetings of the Subsidiary Bodies
Scientific-Technol ogical Conmmttee (STC)

The 9th neeting of the Scientific-Technol ogical Commttee
was held at Hai kko, Finland, 21-24 Septenber 1982. The
Del egations from all the Contracting Parties and an
Qoserver of the International Council for the Exploration
of the Sea (ICES) attended the neeting. M. Lars Thorel

of Sweden and Professor Harald Vel ner of the USSR were

el ected Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Committee,
respectively.

The Del egations of the Contracting Parties reported to

the Commttee on their scientific activities as well as

on bilateral co-operation related to the goals of the
Convention. Al so the observer organization reported on

its activities on marine pollution relevant to the work

of the STC. Subsequently, the Contracting Parties reported
on accidental discharges of oil and other harnfu
substances into the Baltic Sea.

The Commttee discussed nmatters related to the Baltic
nmonitoring programme and its further devel opnent

according to the proposals of the Second Meeting of Experts
on Monitoring held in Vilnius in the USSR in June 1982.

The Commttee also discussed further steps to be taken

in the assessnent of the state of the marine environnent
of the Baltic Sea Area on the basis of the Second Meeting
of the ad hoc G oup of Experts on Assessnent held at

Hai kko, Finland, 20 Septenber 1982.
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A draft report prepared by Denmark regarding the

scientific evaluation of the effects of oil in the Baltic
marine environment was discussed. The Conmttee recomended
publication of the report after anmendnments made according
to the additional comrents from the Contracting Parties.

To fulfill the obligations of Articles 5 and 6 of the
Convention, the devel opnent of criteria and standards

for substances of the highest priority has been continued.
To this effect the ninth neeting of the STC took note of
the report of the fifth neeting of the ad hoc Wrking
Goup on COriteria and Standards for Discharges of Harnfu
Substances to the Baltic Sea Area (WGS) held in Hanburg
in the Federal Republic of Germany in May 1982.

The Committee discussed the need for the inclusion of new
hazar dous substances into Annex 1 of the Convention
Preparatory work regarding the criteria and standards for
di scharges of oil, nercury, cadmum zinc, |ead and copper
was al so considered and the WES was requested to continue
the work of drafting reconmendations on these matters.

Furtheron, the Conmttee considered matters regarding

the evaluation of pollution |oad, Baltic marine environment
bi bl'i ography and other information on current research
related to the goals of the Convention

The Committee was inforned of the results of the Sem nar
in the Field of Water Protection Measures in Fish Industry
held in Tallinn in May 1982 and of the Second Bi ol ogica
Intercalibration Wrkshop held in Rgnne, Denmark, in
August 1982.
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The Maritine Conmttee (M)

The Maritime Conmttee held its 8th neeting in Helsink
fromi6 to 19 Novenber 1982. The neeting was attended
by Delegations fromall the Contracting Parties to the
Hel si nki Convention and by an observer from the
International Maritinme Oganization (IMO). M. Seppo
H lden of Finland and M. Rudolf Lammel of the Gernman
Denocratic Republic were elected Chairnman and Vice-
Chai rman of the Comm ttee, respectively.

The Commttee dealt with matters related to reception
facilities for oily residues, sewage and garbage,
including i.a. the publication of supplenents to the 1982
revised edition of the 1979 edition of the booklet on
reception facilities. The first supplenment to the bookl et
was to be published in My-June 1983. A possible new
edition of the booklet should be published in the
financial year 1985-1986 and the booklet should include
also information on reception facilities for noxious
iquid substances, sewage and garbage.

The Commttee went on to discuss technical inplications
of the Convention with regard to equi pnent and

arrangenents on board ships, including, matters rel ated
to the installation of pollution prevention equipnent in
shi ps of under 400 gross tonnage which are not oil tankers.

It was decided that actions taken by the Contracting
Parties relating to the abatenent of harnful effects on
the marine environment due to the use of pleasure craft
in order to exam ne whether nore.conserted action at the
Commi ssion level will be necessary, would be considered
at the next neeting of the M
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On the basis of the reports fromthe 2nd and 3rd neetings
of the Goup of Experts on the application of regulation

5 of Annex IV (MC EM CHEM the Conmittee requested the
Commi ssion to take a decision in principle at its

4th neeting that IMO's Standards for Procedures and
Arrangenents for the D scharge of Noxious Liquid Substances
(P&A Standards) should be applied also for the purposes

of regulation 5 of Annex IV of the Hel sinki Convention

as from1 July 1984. Taking into consideration that a
nunber of itens fromthe report of the 3rd neeting of the
G oup of Experts were not yet finalized the Conmittee
requested the Comm ssion to reconvene the G oup of Experts
for a 4th neeting in Helsinki in 1983.

The Committee approved the report from the 5th neeting
of the Goup of Experts on a Traffic Information System
(MC WGTI) and endorsed the views of the Goup that the
trial period for the BAREP system should be extended for
anot her two years due to |ack of experience gained and
that adm nistrations on a national or bilateral basis
shoul d investigate whether it would be possible during
the trial period to give valuable information to ships
participating in the BAREP system The Comm ttee requested
the Comm ssion to reconvene the Goup of Experts for a
6th meeting during spring 1984.

The Meeting also dealt with the itens included in the
Ship Safety and Pollution Prevention (SSPP) -Programe.
The itens in the programme deal nmainly with matters
related to safety of navigation, control procedures for
ships and research and devel opnent. Under these main
headi ngs the Commttee discussed, i.a., a proposal for
the establishnent of a two-way route between a position
east of Bornholm and the port of Gdansk, the use of
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licensed deep sea pilots in the Baltic Sea Area, studies
on inter-relation between ships and fairways, nmandatory
application of certain MO codes in the Baltic Sea Area,
reports on ship casualties, developnent of an energency
cargo transfer system instructions for the keeping of
oil record books on board ships and the control exercised
by the port state.

There was prelimnary discussion of an interim report

on the feasibility of the nmethod of tagging oil residues
with nmetal particles and the MC agreed to give further
consideration to it at its next meeting.

The Conmmittee adopted outlines for a regine in relation

to Regulation 2 of Annex IV and Article 9 of the Hel sinki
Convention and decided to el aborate detail ed guidelines

at its next neeting.

Furtheron, the Conmttee considered | MO docunents of
relevance to the work within the Hel sinki Conm ssion
context which had been issued after the 7th neeting of

the Maritine Wirking G oup. As a result of the Conmttee's
del i berations the MC agreed, i.a., to a draft HELCOM
Recomendati on on the use and recognition of the new forns
of the International Ol Pollution Prevention (IQOPP)
Certificate and the G| Record Book el aborated by IMO
(MEPC Circ. 99) for further adoption by the Comm ssion.
Wth reference to I MO Assenbly Resolution A499 (XI1) on
penalties for violations of Convention requirenents
relating to the prevention of marine pollution from ships,
the Commttee decided to propose to the Conm ssion that
the Contracting Parties should be urged to see to it

that econom c sanctions for pollution offences should be
adequate in severity to discourage such action.
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The Committee considered a first proposal for an oi

i mpact study from maritinme transportation and requested
the Secretariat to prepare a second proposal taking
into consideration the coments received and to submt
it to the next neeting of the MC

The Expert Goup on Co-operation in
Conbatting Matters (EGC)

The Expert G oup on Co-operation in Conbatting Mtters
held its 6th nmeeting in Rostock, 11-15 Cctober 1982.
Del egations from all the Contracting Parties attended
the nmeeting. M. Gerd Haussmann of the Delegation of
the German Denocratic Republic and M. Kl aus Schroh of
the Delegation of the Federal Republic of Germany were
el ected Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the neeting,
respectively.

Informati on was given by the Del egations on recent
spillages in the Baltic Sea Area of oil and other harnfu
substances and on national followup action in relation
to spillages discussed during previous neetings.

Del egations further informed on the status of their

nati onal contingency organizations and on any planned
devel opnent s.

The Expert Goup discussed initiated and planned nationa
research and devel opnent programmes related to oil
conbatting. Several programes have been initiated by the
Contracting Parties and the Expert G oup enphasized that
the distribution of the results of the national programes
to other Contracting Parties should be ensured.

The Expert Goup received information on the activities
within other regional conbatting agreenents and the
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Expert G oup decided upon a plan for the allocation of
conbatting exercise periods between the Copenhagen
Agreenent, Bonn Agreenent and the Hel sinki Convention

Furtheron, the surveillance activities in the Baltic Sea
Area were discussed and the Expert Goup noted that sone
parts of the Baltic Sea Area were regularly surveyed by
aircraft with renote sensing equipnent and that regul ar
surveillance of other areas could be expected in the
near future as national renote sensing equipnent was
devel oped in several countries.

The second draft of the Manual on Co-operation in
Conbatting Marine Pollution was considered and the Expert
G oup agreed on a final draft of the Manual to be endorsed
by the Comm ssion at its fourth neeting.

Itens relating to nutual assistance were discussed by

the Expert Goup and the G oup adopted an exercise
schedul e for 1982-83 and a tentative exercise schedule for
1983-84. The Expert Goup gave initial consideration to a
wor ki ng paper on draft Quidelines for the calculation of
the total cost in relation to joint conbatting operations
prepared by Sweden and Del egations agreed to conment on
the paper intersessionally in order to enable Sweden to
prepare a consolidated paper for consideration at the
Expert G oup's next neeting.

The Expert Goup agreed to a draft HELCOM Recommendati on
concerning the devel opnent of national ability to deal
with spillages of harnful substances other than oil to be
considered by the Comm ssion at its 4th neeting.

M. Hubertus Lindner and M. Kl aus wWinkel Chairnman and

Vi ce- Chai rman of the Conm ssion, respectively.

The nmenbers of the Secretariat have been Professor Aarno
Voi pi o, Executive Secretary, Dr. Evgeny Borisov,

Scientific Secretary and Commander Flemng Qzen, Mritine
Secretary. The other personnel consisted of Ms. Rtva
Kostakow~Kdmpe, Ms. Paula Lam o, M. Teija-Liisa Lehtinen
and M. Tuomas Kuokkanen.

The sharing of expenses is based on equal shares of the
seven Contracting Parties. In addition to that the
Governnent of Finland has paid an extra contribution
covering the rent and equi pnent of the office, the

communi cation expenses and a part of the salaries of the
office staff.
