FIJI.

Site selection in Fiji was undertaken both by a review of available published and unpublished information, followed by a series of 43 field surveys targeted at specific sites (BirdLife International 2006).  All sites identified by this process are marked as Confirmed in the table below.  Additional proposed sites, identified as part of the Seabird programme, have been identified only recently and have been added to the table for completeness.

Next steps for developing a site-based conservation programme in Fiji.

1. Involve local communities, NGOs, land-users and all other stakeholders.  Continue to develop the Site Support Groups that have been initiated on 5 of the IBAs and instigate the creation of more using measures of success generated by the current SSGs.  

2. Develop collaboration with and between conservation and development stakeholders.  Continue to liaise with Department of Forestry over establishment of sustainable forestry practice across the range of forests in the country.  Work with tour operators, small business developers and all development stakeholders who may be  able to provide opportunities for communities to develop further livelihoods.
3. Designate IBAs as protected areas under national law and international agreement and adhere to relevant legislation.  Continue to work with Fiji government, National Lands Trust, and other parties to develop protected area status that is appropriate to local circumstance.
