REPUBLIC OF THE MARSHALL ISLANDS.

Site selection in the Marshall Islands was undertaken by a review of available published and unpublished information (Gupta 2007).  Six sites have been proposed, 2 because of the suite of Near-threatened and restricted range species, 4 for their breeding seabird and waterbird populations.  Three of the 4 seabird sites have been nominated or recommended for protection status.
