Note that News Zealand marine IBAs are identified as a result of considerable analysis of the movements of individual birds that have been remote-tracked.
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Next steps for developing a site-based conservation programme  in New Zealand.

1. Survey poorly-known site, and identify additional IBAs if necessary.  Recording terrestrial sites that qualify as IBAs in New Zealand will provide a more realistic assessment of the distribution of IBAs in the region and provide a scientifically rigorous assessment of the sites in the country.

2. Monitor IBAs to understand changes and provide feedback to conservation and policy mechanisms.  

3. Involve local communities, NGOs, land-users and all other stakeholders.
