NIUE.

Site selection on Niue was undertaken by a review of available published and unpublished information (Parr 2008).  The single site proposed has previously been given conservation status as the Huvalu Forest Conservation Area.  A comparison of restricted-range bird distribution on the island indicated that all the RR species could be found in this conservation area, and at higher densities.
