Tuvalu.
Site selection for IBAs was undertaken in Tuvalu by a review of available published and unpublished information (Parr 2008).  One site, Funafuti Conservation Area, was suggested as an IBA.  However the information required on the number of birds utilising the site was unavailable to justify proposing the site officially.  A survey estimating the number of breeding seabirds and overwintering Bristle-thighed Curlew at the site would be a very useful addition and may qualify the site as an IBA.
