Wallis and Futuna.

Site selection in Wallis and Futuna was undertaken by a review of available published and unpublished information (Parr 2008).  Wallis and Futuna is covered by a secondary area (endemic bird area).  This refers to an area that supports one or more restricted-range species but has less than two that are entirely confined to it (Stattersfield et al. 1998).  The current proposal is to identify the whole island of Alofi as an IBA.

Next steps for developing a site-based conservation programme in Wallis & Futuna.

1. Survey poorly known sites, and identify additional IBAs as necessary.  In this circumstance surveying the site would enable an up-to-date assessment of the priority areas on the island.  There is evidence that habitat quality has declined substantially since the last survey undertaken in the 1980s.

2. Involve local communities, NGOs, land-users and all other stakeholders.  Currently, while no people live on the island of Alofi there has been an increase in the number of people using the island from neighbouring Futuna.  It will be essential to liaise with these stakeholders if any form of conservation management is going to be possible within the IBA.

3. Integrate IBA conservation strategy into environmental policy.  Increased involvement of the local government representatives may help to provide structure to conservation management.  We are unaware of an active environmental NGO in the territory.
